Greetings, and welcome to the June 2011 edition of our 53 Division Community Bulletin.

To date, reported incidents of crime in our Division, based on the seven major crime
categories have decreased, in every category but one, and are down an average of 8%
compared with the same period during 2010. Sexual Assault occurrences have
increased by 6% during this same period.

Although we have had a 19% reduction in Personal Injury collisions, Property Damage
accidents have increased by 4% compared with 2010. Please drive, cycle and walk with
care and courtesy.
